Digging in: Observing, Interpreting & Applying the Text

Read and study prayerfully each day. “Prayer is really a key to effective Bible study. Learn to
pray before, during, and after your reading of the Scriptures. Prayer is especially crucial when
you come to a place in your study where you are stuck and confused.”*

The Text: Everyone studies in their own unique way; therefore, there are several studies
options available to you regarding the text of Colossians 4:7-18.

(1) If you prefer to work from one marked copy, earlier in the year you probably already
removed the working copy at the end of the Overview material, placed it in a three-ring
binder, and have used it for our entire study of Colossians.

(2) If you didn’t like that option, the text has been printed throughout the material this
year; so, you’ve probably been using the Study Guide alone. Colossians and Philemon
are printed at the back to help you set this section within the context of these books.

(3) Or, use your own bible and simply refer to this material for your study suggestions.

We will now focus in and observe Colossians 4:7-18 carefully and thoroughly.

The importance of careful, thorough Observation continues:

“The more time you spend in observation, the less time you will need to spend in
interpretation, and the more accurate will be your results. The less time you spend in
observation, the more time you will need to spend in interpretation, and the less accurate will
be your results.”? To observe the text thoroughly ask who, what, when, where, why, and how
of the text. Always look for the obvious. In this section, people are obviously key. They are
the subject Paul is writing about at the end of the letter. What about them? Slow down to
see what is actually there in the text, not what you think is there. Repeated, significant words
and phrases, which are crucial to understanding the text, are always important. A key word or
phrase is one that is vital to what the author is attempting to communicate.

What words or phrases are significant in this particular section? In addition to the words that
are significant in the entire book, there are key, significant words specific to each chapter or
section. These essential words unlock the meaning of the text. Paul’s descriptions and
mentions of these people give us essential information to motivate and change how we live
as Christians. Do we live our lives with the zeal for the gospel that these people showed?

As always, use any study suggestions that help you; and, skip those that don’t.
Turn the page and begin. The first week’s meditations are on pg. 4-8.

Jesus, who is called Justus, is only mentioned here in Colossians 4:11a.

GENTILE BELIEVERS:

Luke, author of The Gospel of Luke and The Acts of the Apostles: It is believed that during this first
imprisonment of Paul’s, Mark and Paul together assisted Luke as he recorded his chronicles, providing details as he
completed his account for the “most excellent Theophilus”—both Acts and the Gospel of Luke.” Luke’s account is
written in two parts. The gospel portion may have been completed in Caesarea, during the early portion of Paul’s
imprisonment as he awaited trial before traveling to Rome. Luke’s descriptions of diseases in these accounts tell
us that he was a well-educated physician. Loukds was his Greek name, used in Col. 4:14; 2 Tim. 4:11; and Philemon
24. This is possibly an abbreviation of Lucanus or Lucilius, but not of Lucius (Acts 13:1; Rom. 16:21).> The way we
trace Luke’s ministry is by noting when he changed from “they” to “we” and “us” in his account in the book of Acts.
Read Acts 16:8-17:1. When and where did Luke join Paul? When did he leave? Or did Paul leave him there?

Read Acts 20:1-6. When and where did Luke join Paul?

Luke then stayed with Paul through the rest of the events recorded in Acts (Acts 21:17; 27:1; 28:16). It was during
this time that Acts and the Gospel of Luke were written by Luke. During the events in Acts 28:30-31, Ephesians,
Philemon, Colossians, and Philippians were written by Paul. Adversity in these men’s lives was used by God to
bless the church, even until today. How is Luke described by Paul and Timothy in Col. 4:14? In what many ways
would Luke have been a blessing to them?

What was said about Luke by Paul, during his second imprisonment, at the very end of his life, as he awaited his
execution in a dark dungeon? Read 2 Timothy 4:11. How would Luke’s steadfastness and courage in this
situation have encouraged Paul?

Because of Luke’s unique gifts, how have we all been blessed? What does Luke’s example tell us about making
the best out of difficult circumstances and using the gifts God has given us for the advancement of the gospel?

What about Demas? The final word in Scripture on Demas is disheartening. We never know what happened
next. There are two mentions of him in the New Testament: Colossians 4:14 and 2 Timothy 4:9-10. What did
Demas eventually do?

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Day Two: What we’ll be doing and why?

A very thorough Greek lexicon is available at: http://www.studylight.org/lex/grk/.

Use your concordance to find other places these same key words are used (called
finding the “cross references”) if you need additional help comprehending the meaning.
Look up the words that are assigned the same Greek reference numbers. For instance,
“mature” is Strong’s #5046 or GK (NIV) #5455. Look at other verses that include words
that have that same numbered definition. Consult page 22 for “how to find a cross
reference,” or ask your group leader.

Final option: Examine the notes at the bottom of your study bible or in one of the listed
commentaries (pg. 19), after you’ve completed the above steps. Try on your own first
and experience the joy of discovery; then, find out if you were right in your assessment.

You should now be able to construct a title or theme of each smaller paragraph that
summarizes the content within this section. Why do this? Just like paraphrasing helped you to
ponder on the text and to see if you really comprehended the verse clearly, so stating the
theme allows you to pull together the basic ideas given at the end of the letter. This step aids
your meditation on scripture by organizing in your mind what’s here. See if you can write a
concise sentence that summarizes the theme of each paragraph.

Truth that Transforms: “Ultimately the mirror of God’s Word brings about a conversion, meaning that
we actually begin to live differently as a result of our exposure to the truth.

But, true
conversion is not a one-time event; it's a transformation that results in living differently as a result of
exposure to God’s truth. It’s an ongoing process of becoming more and more like Christ.”®

reproof and correction from portions of Scripture, the desired response is repentance in order to change

Convincing: What positive motivations do you find in the Scripture passage that convince you to lead a
righteous life?

Conversion: Conversion is not a one-time event, but a transformation that results in living differently as

a result of exposure to God'’s truth. Do any portions of this section or book cause you to want to begin
to live differently?

In moving forward, don’t make these mistakes:

1. Don't substitute interpretation for application and do nothing.

Don’t substitute superficial obedience for substantive life-change.

Don’t substitute rationalization for repentance.

Don’t substitute an emotional experience for a volitional decision to change.

Don’t substitute communication for transformation and merely talk about what you’ve learned.’

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How to use a Concordance:

How to find definitions and cross references:

Complete Word Studies: The Old Testament was originally written in Hebrew (some Aramaic). The
New Testament was originally written in Koine Greek. Use an exhaustive concordance for a basic
definition, or a lexicon or bible dictionary for expanded definitions.

How to use a Concordance:
1. Look up the word in the alphabetized front section of the concordance. (Remember: If you're
using a Strong’s concordance, you have to find how the word was translated into English in the
KIV. “Stored up” in the NIV is translated “laid up” in the KJV, for instance).
2. Under the word, look for the verse reference where that specific word is used
Look for the number on the right. Each number corresponds to a Greek or Hebrew word.
4. Turn to the appropriate dictionary or lexicon in the back of the concordance (Hebrew for the Old
Testament and Greek for the New Testament)
5. Look up the number for the definition
6. The words in italic are the definition. Write down the Greek word’s transliteration (in English
alphabet); and write the definition down next to your key, essential word.

How to Find a Cross References: Using the concordance, compare references in the Bible which use
any word(s), or quoted passages of scripture, that you determined needed further study. To find these
look in the concordance at the list of all the references given for the same word. Find the same Greek or
Hebrew reference number that is given for the Greek or Hebrew word you are examining. (For instance,
“fellow servant” is Strong’s #4889 if you’re using a Strong’s Concordance or GK (NIV) #5281 if you're
using an NIV Concordance.) Examine several other verses or all the verses that use the same number.
Look up these other scripture references that use the same Greek or Hebrew word to compare the usage
of the word. For instance, in Colossians and Philemon, who are described as “fellow servants” and
“faithful ministers”? Who are called “faithful”? Who are the “fellow prisoners”? Who are the “fellow
workers”? Who is the “fellow soldier”?

Also, you can check your concordance to see if we looked at all of the references to each person
listed in this portion of the letter. Find their name in the front of the concordance; and check all the
listed references. Did we find all the details about each one?

Try these online sources: www.blueletterbible.org, www.biblegateway.com, and
www.crosswalk.com. Find which you like best; they all have online concordances. Example:
The steps to Blue Letter Bible’s concordance are clean and simple. On the opening page, enter the
passage you want to examine in the Bible/Dictionary Search. Pick the version (translation) and press
“search.” When the new page opens, click the button for what kind of help you want: Cis for
“Concordance and Hebrew-Greek Lexicon.” Next, click on the concordance number by the word you
want to investigate. This opens the concordance with the definition, or biblical usage, as well as the
cross references. All the verses where this word is used are at the bottom of the concordance entry.
Also, a very thorough Greek lexicon (dictionary) is available at: http://www.studylight.org/lex/grk/.
Just enter the word or the Strong’s number you want to look up in the search box on the right hand of
the page. A detailed definition will be given.
